The magical Medinah Country Club – host venue for 
The 2012 Ryder Cup - is less than 40 minutes drive away 
from one of the finest cities in the world where soaring 
skyscrapers contrast with the glistening waters of Lake 
Michigan.

Medinah, with its trademark Byzantine-styled clubhouse is 
ranked among the top courses in the United States, and 
has staged three US Opens, most recently in 1990 when 
Hale Irwin was the champion.

The 39th edition of The Ryder Cup matches will be played 
on No. 3, a Par 72 course measuring over 7,400 yards and 
designed by the prolific golf architect from Aberdeen, Tom 
Bendelow in 1928.

Incidentally, its three courses, known simply as No. 1, No. 2
and No. 3, are named in the order in which they opened.
No doubt Course No. 3, with its plethora of trees and Lake
Kadijah which comes into play on several holes, will be 
prepared at its toughest in September 2012 when Medinah 
makes its long-awaited debut on The Ryder Cup roster.

By then the eyes of the golfing world be centred on the
state of Illinois and, in particular, the city of Chicago with its
unsurpassed beauty. With its stunning architecture, 
world-famous museums and lakefront parks, it’s no wonder
President Barack Obama - and nearly three million
others - call Chicago home.

Visitors lured inevitably to its attractions may want to take
a trip to Grant Park where Obama delivered his famous
victory speech following his election in November 2008.
It’s also the start of the historic Route 66 and backdrop
to the spectacular Buckingham Fountain. Savour the
panoramic views of the outstretched lake from the top
of Sears Tower, one of the tallest buildings in the world,
or the John Hancock Centre.

Visit Symphony Centre and you’ll be surrounded by 
classical music performed by the Chicago Symphony 
Orchestra. If you prefer a more energetic nightlife scene, 
spend time in Near North where live music clubs buzz 
with Chicago’s finest blues and jazz.
Chicago’s not just a music mecca. Film buffs will be aware
that movie classics like When Harry Met Sally, The Sting,
The Blues Brothers, Home Alone and The Fugitive were
filmed here.

The cultural theme continues in the western suburb of Oak 
Park, birthplace of Ernest Hemingway where a museum 
recounts the Nobel prize-winning author’s life.

Perhaps Chicago’s most identifiable claim to fame resides in
its architecture. The prototype of the modern industrial 
metropolis arose from the charred landscape left by the 
Great Fire of 1871. Many of Chicago’s surviving buildings 
are the forefathers of the great modern skyscrapers and 
on a walking tour you will discover the historic beginnings 
of the Chicago School of Architecture and the earliest 
skyscrapers, built between the 1870s and the 1930s.

Other attractions include the country’s oldest public zoo at 
Lincoln Park; Adler Planetarium and Astronomy Museum; 
DuSable which is dedicated to the celebration of the 
African American experience, and the Art Institute of 
Chicago, part of the city’s flourishing art heritage.

Did you know that the world’s first Ferris Wheel made
its debut in Chicago? Today, Navy Pier with its shops,
restaurants and amusement rides is home to a 15-storey 
wheel modelled on that first example and is a great place
to start a relaxing river cruise.

Chicago offers something for everyone and is certainly the 
place to pick up fantastic bargains and designer gear, too.
Part of Michigan Avenue, known as the Magnificent Mile, is 
shopping heaven - you can find everything from designer 
boutiques to outlet bargains. Chicago has thousands of
restaurants to suit every taste, every budget and every
mood. And the city is compact enough to walk around
with excellent public transport.

In 2012, maybe it’s time to shoot the breeze in the Windy 
City and at the same time get blown away by the golfing 
greats doing battle at Medinah?
